AN ORDINANCE PROVIDING FOR THE ANNUAL APPROPRIATION OF MONEY FOR 
THE MAINTENANCE OF THE CITY OF CODY, WYOMING FOR THE FISCAL YEAR 
ENDING JUNE 30, 2012.

BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF CODY, WYOMING 
THAT:

SECTION 1. There is hereby appropriated for the purpose of operating the City of Cody, 
Wyoming, and paying all expenses thereof, the sum of $34,501,170.

SECTION 2.  There is hereby appropriated for use in the General Fund and the Vehicle 
Replacement Fund, excess funds from the Solid Waste Fund, Water Fund, Wastewater Fund 
and the Electric Fund.

SECTION 3.  The City anticipates having $32,441,204available in revenue and $13,915,737
reserves during the coming year from the following sources and it is appropriated from the 
funds of said City for the ensuing year the sum of $34,501,170or as much as may be necessary 
for the following purposes, to wit:

AGENDA ITEM SUMMARY REPORT
CHANGE ORDER NO. 1 TO BID NO. 2011-05 16TH STREET STORM DRAINAGE PROJECT

BACKGROUND
Staff requests that the Mayor and Council approve the attached Change Order No. 1 to Bid No. 2011-05 16th

Storm Drainage and that the Council authorize the Mayor to sign the Change Order. The work has already been 
completed as the project needed to proceed to assure storm water control was addressed. In most cases, change 
orders would not be authorized until acted on by the Council, but the challenge occurred in the middle of rain storm 
and items needed to be addressed that day. The cost for Change Order No. 1 addresses a $15,003.44 increase in bid 
costs to Harris Trucking and has been included in the vouchers considered by the Council for the June 21, 2011 
Council meeting. The reason for the change order is to compensate for the installation of an additional catch basin, 
additional pipe, and overtime during a storm to assure connection to the new system, additional crushed base and 
additional pipe bedding. What necessitated the change order? The storm drainage slopes on the east leg of Beck Ave. 
were not as anticipated and thus the connection could not be connected as designed. There were other challenges as 
well due to existing utilities that were not anticipated. 

SUMMARY
In the development of the existing contract, the project engineer was forced to re-align the sewer main to 

avoid other utilities. The movement of the alignment led to the need to install concrete surface pads around the 
manholes to protect them from damage when plowing or from moving due to traffic.  

FISCAL IMPACT
The original contract price for the 16th Street Storm drainage project was $241,547.50. Change Order #1

will increase the contract price by $15,003.44. The total contract price will now be $256,550.94. Costs have 
been outlined in the summary above. The total expected cost of the project is $275,122.94. The State Lands and 
Investment Board grant will cover 43% of all costs incurred or $118,302.86 based on the bid and contract with 
Holm, Blough and Company. The remainder of the costs $156,820.08 will be covered by City funds. 

ALTERNATIVES
There were no other alternatives for the improvements outlined in Change Order No. 1.

RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that the Council approve Change Order’s No. 1 and authorize the Mayor to sign the 

attached Change Order.

PROBLEM/OPPORTUNITY 
The original Change Order #3 was approved at the June 7th City council meeting to install an irrigation controller in an 
amount not to exceed $350. In addition to the irrigation controller, the REVISED Change Order #3 from the contractor 
included a request for floor repair and door sill replacement at the main entrance. 
 
BACKGROUND 
The entry door sill was rotted and did not provide a smooth transition from outside surface to inside surface. There was 
also a 3-4 inch gap in the floor that required the contractor to fabricate and install redwood base and a surface 
transition piece. The repairs could not be identified until the work started and was not included in the original contract. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT 
There is not an impact on the City budget; the grant for this project covers the costs associated with repairing the door 
sill and floor. 
 
OPTIONS 

1. Ask for further explanation from Plan One architects and address the floor and new sill in a new change order. 
2. Approve the change order #3. 

 
RECOMMENDATION 
Authorize the Mayor to approve and sign change order #3 in the amount of $615 to cover the cost of installing a new 
door sill ($114), new sprinkler controller ($191), and flooring repairs ($167). The balance of $56 is for the general 
contractor overhead and profit.

The WY-DOT grant recommends that we use some form of steering committee to select 
a consultant. The consultant will be evaluated based on their ability to work closely with 
staff and stakeholders.  The committee will then transition into working with the 
consultant and staff in developing the Sheridan Ave. Streetscape plan. 
 
The committee is made up of 7-11 people without getting too large that efficiency is 
compromised. There will be several public meetings conducted by the steering 
committee and consultant that stakeholders will be invited to attend and provide input 
before a final plan is recommended to the City Council. 
 
We are ready to send out a Request for Proposals (RFP) to hire a consultant and the 
steering committee will participate in the selection process. The success of the project is 
hinged on finding a consultant with the right fit for Cody. 
 
Options include  

1. City Council could serve as the committee 
2. City Council could appoint applicants for the committee 



3. City Council could nominate folks to serve on the committee from specific 
stakeholders and I could contact them to determine if they are interested in 
serving on the committee.
